History in the Making:
The Constitution Gets a Lobby in New York State
Statewide Membership Drive Kick-offs in Queensbury on July 5

QUEENSBURY, NEW YORK - June 29, 2011 – Citizens from Queensbury and surrounding towns are invited and encouraged to attend an important meeting on Tuesday evening, July 5 at 7pm at the Harrisena Community Church – Robinson Fellowship Hall on 1616 Ridge Road to learn about the State’s new Constitution Lobby, a permanent non-political, not-for-profit organization, formed of, by and for the People of New York which was approved, with apprehension, by state officials last week.  Bob Schulz, prominent Constitutional activist and Judith Whitmore, two of three incorporators for New York, will lead the meeting.

The Constitution Lobby will organize a large number of people who will watch what government is doing at every level and hold them directly accountable, without undue reliance on the political process.   The Lobby will ensure that both the letter and the spirit of the State and federal Constitutions and the City Charters are upheld.  

“Everything and everyone has had a lobby, except the Constitution and the People,” said Schulz. “That has to change. We are rushing headlong into debt, dependency and decay.  The Constitution is not a menu and cannot defend itself.” 


“If you are concerned about the general condition and direction of the state and see the need for more government accountability, come learn about how it will work and become a member. Think of what could be accomplished if 5% of the population joined together to stop the wrongdoing, apart from the political process,” he concluded.    
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
