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IMPORTANT MEETING FOR CITIZENS:  

New Constitution Lobby of New York to Hold Government Accountable Dedication and Presentation Event In Cicero – Family Sports Center – July 27 

QUEENSBURY, NEW YORK - July 10, 2011 – For the first time in the history of this nation, because the Constitution cannot defend itself, a non-political Constitution Lobby has been formed – of the People, by the People, and for the People, solely for the purpose of defending the Constitution and the rule of law to hold elected officials accountable.  Incorporators Robert Schulz, a prominent Constitutional activist, and Judith Whitmore who are residents of Queensbury, will host a dedication and presentation about the new Lobby at 7pm on Wednesday, July 27 at the Cicero Family Sports Center, 5575 Meltzer Court in Cicero. All who see the need for more government accountability and who want to learn more about the Constitution Lobby for New York are welcome and encouraged to attend. New York is the second state in America to form a Constitution Lobby, following Connecticut.  Citizens in other states are organizing to do the same.  

“We the People of New York, Inc.,” was formed on June 15, 2011, as a permanent, non-political, not-for-profit organization designed specifically to lobby on behalf of the U.S. Constitution, the New York Constitution and our local City Charters. While others may lobby for or against a variety of political issues, no one yet has formed a non-political lobby specifically, and solely, designed to defend the Constitution on purely legal, not political, grounds.  In addition to Schulz and Whitmore, a third incorporator is Anthony Futia, a long-time resident of North Castle, New York.

The purpose is to organize a large number of ordinary people from all across the state into a massive Constitution Lobby - to be a more formidable force than all the lobbies and unions now in New York - which will keep a permanent watchful eye on what government is doing at every level, and will hold those in power directly accountable to the State and federal Constitutions and the rule of law. The Constitution Lobby seeks 5% of New York’s population or 800,000 citizens to become members.
The Constitution Lobby will organize approximately 1220 paid “Constitution Monitors” in each city and town across the State, in addition to monitors watching state and federal government officials. When monitors find official action believed to violate the Constitution, they will report that action to the statewide offices of We the People of New York, Inc., where a Citizens’ Vigilance Center will be permanently established and staffed by constitutional attorneys who will review the action and take any and all appropriate legal steps to correct the violation.
